Consent for Release of Confidential Information
Information You Should Know About Providing Written Consent

In an effort to work collaboratively with you to address the concerns that brought your child to Interface, we may wish to have your permission to obtain or share information with other individuals or agencies familiar with your child such as the school system, medical or mental health providers.
To accomplish this staff will ask you to sign a Consent for Release of Confidential Information form. Should you have any questions and/or concerns related to providing your consent please discuss these thoroughly with a staff member prior to signing the form.

The form should be filled out completely before you sign it and include:
· The specific purpose for the exchange or release
· The specific information to be exchanged or released

· A specific date, condition or event upon which the consent expires

· A notation stating your information is protected under State and Federal law

· A statement explaining that you may withdraw your consent at anytime, except to the extent that action has been taken in reliance upon it.
Whenever possible we want your child involved in providing consent; however it is ultimately your signature as legal guardian that will determine whether information is obtained or released.

A separate release form will be used for each party for whom information is released or requested.
The original release form you sign will be placed in your child’s record and a copy will be provided to you upon request.

Finally we want to remind you that there are certain conditions where no release is required which are explained in detail in the Notice of Privacy Practices form which you should have received. If you need another copy, please ask us for one.
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
