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Outside/External Inspection
This section shall include copies of all outside inspections for the past year, at the time of the CARF survey, for example: residential programs shall have fire, health, and vehicle; non-residential programs shall have fire inspections.  

Inspections shall document(s) all areas inspected, any areas not in compliance, and documentation or evidence “in writing” that details how and when any areas needing corrective action were improved. 

Self-Inspections

This section shall include all completed self-inspection checklists for the past year, at the time of the CARF survey.
Document(s) shall note all areas inspected, any areas not in compliance, and documentation or evidence “in writing” that details how and when any areas needing corrective action were improved. 

Emergency Contact Numbers

This section should contain Emergency/Disaster Call down List, County Emergency Contact Information, and Program Specific Telephone List.
