Chemical Spills Plan – All CDS Programs/Sites
Internal Chemical Spill/Incident
In the event of an internal chemical spill at CDS Family & Behavioral Health Services, Inc. the following procedures shall be followed:

1. All chemicals, including cleaning supplies shall be kept in a secured area.

2. Residential Programs shall maintain a list of all chemicals used by the facility.  The list is kept in a book along with the corresponding MSDS (materials safety data sheet).

3. Residential Programs shall provide direct supervision of participants when using cleaning supplies 

4. Phone numbers for the fire department and poison control center are posted and easily accessible to staff.

5. If a chemical is spilled on or swallowed by a participant or staff, the Poison Control Center shall be called immediately and staff will follow all directions provided.

6. In the event of a hazardous chemical spill in the building, participants and staff will be removed from the area as quickly as possible following the General Evacuation Plan.  The fire department will be contacted.  No participant or staff person will be allowed to reenter the area until it is completely cleaned and deemed safe to return.

7. Complete required Incident Reporting procedures.
Hazardous Waste/Chemical Spill on/or near Interface Property

In the event of a hazardous waste or chemical spill at or near CDS Family & Behavioral Health Services, Inc. the following procedures shall be followed:

1. When the announcement of a hazardous waste accident or chemical spill takes place, all participants and staff should be moved immediately indoors.

2. Participants should be kept calm and away from windows, doors, outside air sources.  Close all windows and doors tightly.  Turn off all air conditioning units.

3. Notify Program/Regional Director who will notify Chief Operations Officer.

4. Monitor radio and television news reports for additional information and/or instructions.
5. Chief Executive Officer/Chief Operations Officer and/or Program/Regional Director shall make the decision to evacuate, if necessary and which alternative program site to evacuate to.

6. Parents/guardians of the participants (if minors) shall be informed of the need to evacuate and the location of the evacuation site.

7. Complete required Incident Reporting procedures.
8. The program shall restore services at the site only after it has been determined safe to do so.
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
