Hurricane Plan – Non-Residential Programs/Sites

In the event of a hurricane at CDS Family & Behavioral Health Services, Inc. the following procedures shall be followed:

If there is a Hurricane Watch (a threat of a hurricane within 72 hours), the following steps will be taken.

1. Monitor weather broadcasts for updates and likelihood of a warning being issued.

2. If deemed necessary by the Chief Operations Officer, program staff will begin to secure participant files and agency equipment.  (i.e. computers).

3. The building grounds will be cleared of debris and all unfastened objects secured.

4. All agency vehicles will be moved away from trees, power lines, etc. 

5. CEO or designee will determine if and when to cease services temporarily due to weather threat.

In the event of a Hurricane Warning (a threat within 24 hours), the following steps shall be taken:

1. Program services will be temporarily suspended until the weather threat is over.

2. Program Director is responsible for making required staff, volunteers, participants, and contract manager’s notifications.

3. Final measures to secure buildings will be completed.

4. All buildings will be thoroughly inspected prior to resuming program services.

5. Any damage to buildings or equipment will be documented on an Unusual Events Report.
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
