Fire Evacuation Drills - Residential

Fire evacuation drills will occur on at least a monthly basis, on each shift.  The drills are to be unannounced and conducted under varied conditions and shifts and during hours when a majority of youth are present.

In order to ensure that a quick and safe exit occurs in the event of an actual fire/evacuation emergency, the procedures outlined below should be followed:

1. The shift leader or designee will activate the alarm.

2. At the sound of the alarm, participants, staff, volunteers, visitors are to evacuate the building by using the nearest designated exit.  Staff should follow the procedures outlined in the Fire Plan / Emergency Evacuation Procedures.

3. The shift leader or designee will check all safety equipment during this drill.

4. The drill will be documented on the appropriate form.

5. The unusual event report will be completed in the event of any problem related to the fire safety equipment or in the event of any fire safety code violation (such as a blocked exit).
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
