Substances Abuse Services

Purpose:
The intent of the following policy is to ensure that substance abuse education is provided and youth identified in need of more intensive substance abuse treatment are referred to those services.

Policy:
Family Action shall provide substance abuse education as a program component.  More intensive substance abuse issues are referred to other CDS programs and community agencies and professionals who are qualified to provide such services.  Referrals for comprehensive substance abuse assessment, when indicated, shall be made within five working days of identification of need.  If a comprehensive assessment is not completed within 30 calendar days of referral, reasons must be documented in the participant file.

Procedure and/or Process:

A counselor completes a comprehensive assessment as a part of the intake process.  The assessment assists in identifying needs of the youth and family.  Basic substance abuse education is to be provided as a part of the regular services/information provided to the youth and/or family.  In cases where more intensive substance abuse services/needs are identified, a referral to the appropriate program, agency or individual must be made for a comprehensive assessment/evaluation and documented within five working days

The counselor is responsible for monitoring the progress toward the completion of recommendations and referrals.  If a comprehensive substance abuse assessment has been requested but not completed within 30 calendar days of referral, reasons must be documented in the participant file.
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
