Naloxone Policy 
Purpose:     
The intent of the following policy is to ensure that Interface Youth Program (IYP) employees are trained to provide Naloxone (Narcan) to participants in a safe  secure manner  and to establish guidelines and procedures regarding the utilization and administration of nasal Naloxone in the event of an opioid overdose. 
Policy: 
Staff will be trained and equipped in preparation for an opioid overdose emergency within Interface. Trained staff will recognize the signs and symptoms of an opioid overdose and be prepared to effectively administer Naloxone to prevent a fatality.
                        Medications shall be stored and controlled in accordance with policy P-1120 

                  Medication Provision, Storage, Access, Inventory, and Disposal.

Procedure and/or Process:


All direct care staff will be trained to recognize general signs and symptoms of opioid overdose and have the ability to administer Naloxone if needed.
1. Signs and Symptoms of an Overdose 

	Opioid High
	Opioid Overdose

	Relaxed muscles
	Pale, clammy skin

	Speech is slowed or slurred
	Not breathing or very shallow breathing

	Nodding off, appearing sleepy
	Deep snorting or gurgling breaths

	Still responsive to stimuli
	Unresponsive to external stimuli

	Normal heartbeat/pulse rate
	Slowed heartbeat/pulse rate

	Normal skin color
	Cyanotic skin coloration (blue lips, etc.)

	Smaller than usual pupils
	Pinpoint pupils


Suspected or confirmed opioid overdoses consists primarily of: 
-  Respiratory depression is evidenced by slow respiration rate or no breathing 
- Unresponsiveness to stimuli such as calling the victim’s name, shaking them, or performing a sternal rub 
Suspicion of opioid overdose can be based on: 
- Presenting symptoms 
- Reports from bystanders 
- Staff prior knowledge of the victim 
- Nearby medications, illicit drugs, or drug paraphernalia 
2. Response to the Opioid Overdose 
a. Immediately call for emergency help – 911 
b. Check the victim’s breathing. If needed, deliver first aid per your level of training. 
3. Reverse the Opioid Overdose 
a. Administer the Naloxone as trained per the Naloxone used by Interface. 
b. Once the victim resumes breathing normally, place them in the recovery position, lying     on their side. 
c. Stay with the victim until emergency medical help arrives to take over care. 
GENERAL PROCEDURES: 
1. Naloxone must be properly stored so staff can access it in the event of emergency. CDS will
    store naloxone with the knife for life so all staff are readily aware of its location. 

2. Naloxone kits are checked each year to ensure they are current and not expired. Replace
    Naloxone kits that are damaged, unusable, expired, or used. 
3. All direct care staff will complete initial training provided on Bridge on the administration of 

    Naloxone.
