Referral Sources

Purpose:
The intent of the following policy is to ensure that our programs are well established as a helpful resource within the communities we serve. Interface Youth Program accepts referrals from any interested party regarding youth who are eligible for services. 

Policy:
Interface Youth Program shall accept referrals for services from any interested party.  Referral sources may include but are not limited to: 

· Schools

· Law enforcement

· Social service agencies 
· Churches 
· Individuals 
· Parents 
· Youth (self-referrals) 
· Safe place sites

· Partnership for Strong Families

· Department of Children and Families 

Procedure and/or Process:

Referrals shall be accepted and recorded on the Screening/Referral Form for youth who are alleged to have: 

· Runaway from homes, or at risk of running away from home 

· been habitually truant from school while subject to compulsory school attendance or have attendance related problems and not yet truant 
· persistently disobeyed the reasonable and lawful demands of the youth’s parent or legal custodian and are beyond their control 
· become homeless and/or been locked out of his/her primary residence by his/her parent or guardian 

· Partnership for Strong Families/Department of Children and Family youth in accordance with contractual agreements
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
