 Screening Process

Purpose:
The intent of the following policy is to ensure the youth screening process consistently includes the necessary information to ascertain the immediate needs of the youth.

Policy: 
During a telephone screening, if it is determined that a youth is at risk of harming self or others, the screener should contact 911 to ensure the youth receives emergency services. If no imminent danger is identified, normal screening procedures should be followed. A Screening/Referral form should be completed for each youth considered for Residential Services to:

· Obtain a description of the crisis, precipitating stress factors, and related risks, 

· Determine if the youth meet the criteria specified for CINS/FINS or Emergency Shelter contracts;  

· Ascertain the youth’s age and legal status;

· Obtain important demographic and background information;

· Determine if the child is a threat to him/herself and/or to others and, if so, which 

· Emergency services are warranted;

· Determine the immediate needs of the youth such as shelter, food, clothing, etc. 

· Determine if the youth and/or family is willing and capable of voluntary participation in services.

Procedure and/or Process:

Upon receipt of a referral the screening process will be enacted.

The Screening/Referral form should be completed to determine eligibility of the participant by a trained staff member with in 24 hours of referral for services, but no later than seven calendar days of the referral.
 Screening/Referral forms should be maintained and considered a log of referrals received, requesting services.  
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
