Transition Plan for Participants
Purpose:
The intent of the following policy is to ensure that each youth served shall be the active and guiding force for their Transition plan to every extent reasonably possible.

Policy:
Each youth served shall be actively involved in and have a significant role in the individual planning process and has a major role in determining the direction of his or her Transition Plan.  The Transition Plan shall contain goals and objectives that incorporate the unique strengths, needs, abilities, and preferences of the youth, as well as identified challenges, and problems.

Procedure and/or Process:

1. The Transition Plan shall be written simply and clearly in English and, if English is not the principal language of the youth, to the extent possible a copy of the Transition Plan shall be prepared in the language of the youth.
2. The Transition Plan for youth in foster care who are age  seventeen shall include appropriate independent living and transitional services and shall be filed with the court and served on all parties. 
3. A target date for the completion of the goals and objectives shall be included in the Transition Plan. 

4. The Transition Plan must be reviewed and updated, at a minimum semi-annually and must include, but is not limited to: 
a. A description of the youth’s skills and a plan for learning additional skills. 
b. A description of behaviors the youth has exhibited that indicate an ability to be responsible and a plan for developing additional, responsible behaviors such as increasing decision-making skills.

c. Documentation that the youth understands the specific consequences of his or her conduct in the independent living program.
d. A plan for maintaining or developing personal support relationships with family members, other adults, friends, and community support groups, among others as appropriate.
e. An outline and explanation of Extended Foster Care, PESS, and Aftercare
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
