Life Skills Assessment
Purpose:
The intent of the following policy is to outline the process involved in completing the Life Skills Assessment. 
Policy:
Each youth in the Independent Living Program will participate in completing the Daniel Memorial Institute Independent Living Assessment For Life Skills Objective Assessment Short Form with their ILC to gather pertinent information regarding the participant to address their unique situation and needs.
Procedure and/or Process:

1. The Life Skills Assessment begins typically at the first meeting with the youth and is usually completed within two visits. 
2. Once the Life Skills Assessment is completed the ILC will score the 14 Life Skills. Based upon these scores, the ILC and the participant will generally begin by focusing on the three life skills that had the lowest scores. However, the participant guides the process and if he/she believes that it would be more beneficial to focus on another skill then the ILC will work with them to meet that need.

3. The Daniel Memorial Institute Independent Living Assessment For Life Skills Objective Assessment Short Form is redone with the participant annually with the exception of sections that the participant previously scored 100%.
4. The information gleaned from the Life Skills Assessment is incorporated in the Transition Plan. 
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
