Facility Standards
Purpose:
The intent of the following policy is describe key components of Facility Standards necessary to maintain the safety of participants, employees, volunteers and visitors and to ensure compliance with 65D-30.0047 licensure rules when applicable, Florida Statute, funding sources and accreditation requirements.

Policy:
 All SAMH facilities used by CDS shall comply with fire and safety standards enforced by the State Fire Marshall, pursuant to section 633.022, F.S. and rules established pursuant to Chapter 4A-44.012, F.A.C.  All providers shall update and have proof of compliance with fire and safety inspections.

Procedure and/or Process:


1. Annual proof of compliance with local fire and safety shall be submitted to the Department of Children and Families, SAMH Program Office as an attachment to CDS licensure packet for all SAMH sites.
2. Facility standards:

(a) CDS ensures the safety of participants, staff, visitors, and the community to the extent allowable by law.

(b) CDS has a written disaster plan for managing and preventing damage and injury arising from internal and external disasters.  CDS reviews this plan at least annually.  CDS is prepared to handle internal and external disasters such as natural and man-made disasters.  The written plan incorporates evacuation procedures and is developed with the assistance of qualified experts.  The disaster plan is provided to the circuit office annually and when updates occur or upon request.  CDS conducts at least six disaster/fire drills every year at non-residential sites and at least ten at residential sites. In addition, residential sites will conduct a health and safety self-inspection in July and January of each year once on each shift culminating in a written report regarding areas inspected, recommendations for improvement and actions taken.
(c) Provisions are made to ensure that housekeeping and maintenance services are capable of keeping the building and equipment clean and in good repair.

(d) Buildings, grounds, equipment, and supplies are maintained, repaired, and cleaned so that they do not cause a hazard to the health and safety of participants, staff, or visitors.  

(e) CDS ensure that hazardous materials are properly identified, handled, stored, used, and dispensed.
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
