Overdose Prevention
Purpose:
The intent of this policy is to ensure compliance with 65D-30.004(22) and 65D-30.0046
Policy:
This policy will serve as the CDS Overdose Prevention Plan as applicable to 65D-30 and the prevention participants served by CDS Prevention Services. 

As a matter of policy, CDS does not maintain an emergency overdose prevention   kit nor does it provide treatment services.   
All staff shall be familiar with this policy and will receive overdoes prevention training biennially. 
The training shall include, at a minimum, information about:

a. Risk factors for overdose;

b. Overdose recognition and response; and

c. Naloxone, the medication that reverses opioid overdose, including how to use Naloxone and the importance of individuals at risk of opioid overdose and their friends and family having access to Naloxone.

 
Procedure and/or Process:
In situations where an individual is in a CDS Prevention Program and is participating in an abstinence-based treatment program or is being discharged from a medication-assisted treatment program, CDS will provide education to that individual. The information will include risk factors of overdose, including having a lower tolerance for opioids. In addition information about Naloxone, the medication that reverses opioid overdose, including how to use Naloxone and where and how to access it will also be provided.
Individuals who meet the criteria noted above who are seeking Prevention Services from CDS will be provided education about the risks of overdose, including having a lower tolerance for opioids and information about Naloxone, including how to use Naloxone and where and how to access it.

These individuals require a higher level of care than a prevention service and will be referred to an appropriate resource.
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
