Compulsory School Attendance for Minors

Purpose:
The intent of this policy is to ensure compliance with 65-D30.004 (13) licensure rule, Florida Statutes, funding sources and accreditation requirements.
Policy:
CDS programs which admit juveniles between the ages of 6 and 16 will comply with Chapter 232, F.S., entitled Compulsory School Attendance; Child Welfare

Procedure and /or Process:


CDS staff that work with school aged youth work with participants and their parents/legal guardians that are living in their own home or who may live in a commitment facility.  

Parents/legal guardians and/or commitment facility staff are responsible to ensure compliance with school attendance.

CDS staff working with adolescents and their parent/legal guardians shall include goals addressing compliance with school attendance. 

 Adolescents without charges or involved with the Department of Juvenile Justice can be referred to CDS, Family Action Program for truant, run away or ungovernable behavior.  Family Action counselor/case managers can evaluate the adolescent and or the family for inclusion in various aspects of their program including the CINS/FINS petition process. 
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
