Voluntary and Involuntary Admissions

Purpose:
The intent of the following policy is to ensure compliance with licensure rules, Florida Statutes, funding sources and accreditation requirements.
Policy:
Only voluntary admissions will be provided services in CDS SAMH programs in compliance with the level of care requirements noted in the applicable licensure standards To be considered eligible for admission to services on a voluntary basis, an applicant must meet diagnostic criteria for substance use disorders and/or mental health or be at risk in accordance to the criteria established by Substance Abuse and Mental Health Program Office and consent for services.

Procedure and/or Process:


CDS SAMH programs follow the procedures outlined in Chapter 397, Florida Statutes: “The Marchman Act” and Chapter 394, Florida Statutes, “The Baker Act” regarding assisting individuals and families obtaining involuntary admissions into treatment facilities designated to accept involuntary participants.
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
